· Be medically fit;
· To know the English language;
· To meet the specific requirements and eligibility conditions of the position open for competition.
Specific requirements and eligibility conditions for the Project Director position:
· The project director is an active researcher with experience and outstanding scientific performance, demonstrated by originality and major international impact of scientific publications, recognized as a personality or leader in the research field;

· The project director is able to publish independently as first author and /or corresponding author, supervises the research team’s activity, including doctoral students and postdoctoral researchers;

· The project director must work in the host institution for at least 75% of the period covered by the grant and will be the employee of the host institution during the ongoing of the project, signing an employment contract;
· According to the Applicant’s Guide 2022 for PNRR-III-C9-2022-I8 investments and Instruction no. 1632/14.09.2023 issued by the Ministry of Research, Innovation, and Digitalization regarding the procedure for the replacement of the project director within the call for PNRR-III-C9-2022-I8 and PNRR-III-C9-2023-I8 Second Round projects, the project director must cumulatively meet the following eligibility criteria:

· has a PhD degree awarded at least three years prior to the date of the selection procedure's organization; *If the doctoral degree was awarded by ministerial order, the date of the ministerial order shall be taken into account, otherwise the date indicated on the diploma shall be taken into account;

· internationally proven work experience in the field of carbon-based nanostructured materials: synthesis, characterization, applications;

· is a researcher whose home organization is based outside Romania and who has performed research activities in a country other than Romania, for at least three years prior to the date of the selection procedure's organization;
· has published, 7 years prior to the date of the selection procedure's organization, as lead author, in the field of (1) PHYSICAL SCIENCES AND ENGINEERING:

a) minimum 8 papers (identified as document type/document type article, review or proceedings paper) published in Science Citation Index Expanded journals ranked amongst the first 50% (First [Q1] or Second [Q2] Quartile) in one subfield/Web of Science Category set by the Clarivate Analytics;
b) at least 4 papers out of the 8 papers are in top 25% (Q1 as of the Journal Impact Factor (JIF) or the Article Influence Score (AIS)), within one subfield/ Web of Science Category set by the Clarivate Analytics;
· does not hold the position of project director within another project financed through the PNRR-III-C9-2022-I8 competition or another project proposal submitted in the PNRR-III-C9-2023-I8 competition.

Selection procedure:
1. Stage I – Analysis of the candidate's file (eliminatory): Only candidates who have submitted all the necessary documents to register for the competition and meet the participation conditions are accepted to participate in the interview. The results of the selection of competition files are displayed with the mention "admitted" or "rejected".
2. Stage II – Interview: it will take place at the ICMPP headquarters and online. Each member of the competition committee will give marks between 1 and 10 individually. The final grade represents the arithmetic mean of the marks given by each member of the committee.

Ranking of candidates will be done according to the final average grade.

· coordination of the team in order to build up a team of high expertise in understanding and providing solutions for both diagnostic and treatment in personalized medicine;
· coordinates and monitors the project activities and the achievement of indicators according to the established calendar;
· participates at the scientific monitoring meetings of the project's evolution;
· evaluates the risks arising in the implementation and coordinates the strategy to reduce them;
· is responsible for identifying new sources of financing to ensure the sustainability of the project;
· disseminates the obtained scientific results and to promote the newly formed group at the European level for both scientific and general public;

· ensures the fulfilment of project indicators: at least 10 scientific articles published/accepted for publication in open access journals in Science Citation Index Expanded (Q1); at least 10 participations at international/national scientific conferences/symposia; at least 3 press releases dedicated to the general public; at least 1 project submitted together with the host institution that have reached at least the funding threshold for Horizon Europe competitions; 2 projects submitted in national research, development and innovation programmes; at least 1 Patent at EPO, USPTO, JPO or in other EU and OECD countries.
